Be alert for 
thieves, do not resist in the event of an attempted robbery, walking at night or use of public 
transport is not recommended, only taxis authorised by the Jamaican Union of Travellers 
Association (JUTA) should be used – keep doors and windows locked.  Sharing taxis with 
strangers is not recommended.  Do not walk alone in isolated areas.
